G.5.R. TTHE).—In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 3E of the Coal Mines Provident Fund and
Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1948 (46 of 1948), the Central Government hereby makes the following Scheme further to
amend the Coal Mines Pension Scheme, 1998, namely -

1. (1) This Scheme may be called the Coal Mines Pension (Amendment) Scheme, 2009,
{2} It shall be deemed to have come into force with effect from the 31st day of March; 1998

2 Inthe Coal Mines Pension Scheme, 1998 (hereinafter referred to as the said Scheme), in paragraph 4, afier sub-
paragraphs (2B), the following shall be inserted, namely :—

*(2C) Where a member had exercised his option in Form PS-1 in place of Form PS-2 or vice versa and/or where the
member has filled up Form PS-3 and/or PS-4, it shall be presumed that the member had the intention to join the Coal
Mines Pension Scheme, 1998 and his membership to the Pension Scheme shall be considered confirmed in such

cases.”

EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

1. Section 7 of the Coal Mines Provident Fund and Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1948 (46 of 1948) empowers the
Central Government to add, to amend or vary a Scheme framed under the Act either prospectively or retrospectively.

2. The Coal Mines Pension Scheme, 1998 came into force with effect from the 3 1st day of March, 1998, Where a
member had filled up Form PS-3/ PS-4 but could not fill up Form PS-1 /PS-2, as the case may be, for one reason or another
his membership to the Pension Scheme was denied. Since the date of exercising option in Form PS-1/PS-2 was over, denial
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of Pension membership on such a technical ground did not augur well and therefore required amendment. The Board of
Trustees, Coal Mines Provident Fund in its 148thr meeting held on 30th November, 2007 approved the proposal to amend
the Scheme suitably. )

3. The amendment is given retrospective effect from 3 1st March, 1998 in order to make it more beneficial and
equitable to all emplovees. '

4. The amendment to the said Scheme with retrospective effect will not adversely affect the interest of any
emplovee. ;
