G.S.R 21(E)—'In exercise of the powers conferred by section 13 of the Mines and Minerals
(Development and Regulation) Act, 1957 (67 of 1957), the Central Government hereby makes the
following rules further to amend the Mineral Concession Rules, 1960, namely:-

1. (1) These rules may be called the/Mineral Concession (Amendment) Rules, 2002, |
(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

25 In rule 14 of the Mineral Concession Rules, 1960 (hereinafter referred to as the principal
rules), in sub-rule (1), in clause (i), for the words "being not less than fifty paise and not more than

ive rupees”, the words "being not less than rupee one and not more than rupees ten" shall be
substituted.

3, In rule 20 of the principal rules in sub-rule (1), for the words “a sum of five hundred rupees” ,
the words "“a sum of two thousand and five hundred rupees” shall be substituted.

4. In rule 22 of the principal rules,-

(a) in sub -rule (3), in clause(i), in item (a), for the words “a non refundable fee of five hundred
rupees.” the words “a non refundable fee of two thousand and five hundred rupees;” shall be

substituted.

(b) after sub-rule 4A, the following sub-rule shall be inserted, namely:-

“(4B) The Central Government or the State Government shall dispose of the application for
approval of the mining plan  within a period of ninety days from the date of receiving of such

application:

Provided that the aforesaid period of ninety days shall be applicable only if the mining plan
is complete in all respects, and in case of any modifications subsequently suggested by the Central
Government or the State Government, as the case may be, after the initial submission of the mining
plan for approval, the said period shall be applicable from the date on which such modifications are
carried out and submitted afresh to the Central Government or the State Government, as the case

may be " .

O In rule 22BB, of the principal rules, after sub- rule (1), the following sub-rule shall be
inserted, namely:-
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“(1a)- Every mining plan submitted for approval under sub-rule(1) shall be accompanied with a non-
refundable fee of one thousand rupees for every square kilometer or part thereof of mining area
covered under the mining lease.”

6. In rule 24A of the principal rule, in sub-rule (3), the following provisos shall be inserted at the
end, namely:-

“Provided that before granting approval for second or subsequent renewal of a mining lease,
the State Government shall seek a report from the Controller General, Indian Bureau of Mines, as to
whether it would be in the interest of mineral development to grant the renewal of the mining lease.

Provided further that in case a report is not received from Controller General, Indian Bureau
of Mines in a period of three months of receipt of the communication from the State Government , it
would be deemed that the Indian Bureau of Mines has no adverse comments to offer regarding the

grant of the renewal of mining lease.”.

7. Inrule 44, of the principal rules, in clause (), for the words * being not less than fifty paise
and not more than iive rupees”, the words “being not less than one rupee and not more than ten

rupees” shall be substituted.
8. In rule 45 of the principal rules, clause(ii) shall be omitted.

9. In rule 54 of the principal rules, in sub-rule(1), for the words “five hundred rupees”, wherever
they occur, the words “five thousand rupees” shall respectively be substituted.

10. Atfter rule 63 of the principal rules, the following rule shall be inserted, namely:-

‘63A. The State Government shall dispose of the application for grant of reconnaissance permit,
prospecting license or mining lease in the following period:

a) Reconnaissance Permit- within six months from the date of receipt of the application for

reconnaissance permit under rule 4A .
b) Prospecting License-within nine months from the date of receipt of the application for

prospecting license under rule 10.
c) Mining Lease- within twelve months from the date of receipt of the application for mining

lease under rule 22:

Provided that the aforesaid periods shall be applicable only if the application for reconnaissance
permit, prospecting license or mining lease, as the case may be, is complete in all respects:

Provided further that the disposal by the State Government in case of minerals listed in the First
Schedule to the Act shall mean either recommendation to the Central Government for grant of the
mineral concession, or refusal to grant the mineral concession by the State Government under rule 5
for reconnaissance permit, rule 12 for prospecting license and rule 26 for mining lease, and in all
other cases, disposal shall mean either intimation regarding grant of precise area, or refusal to grant
the mineral concession under rule 5 for reconnaissance permit, rule 12 for prospecting license and
rule 26 for mining lease;

Provided also that in case the State Government is not able to dispose of the application for grant
of reconnaissance permit, prospecting license or mining lease within the period as specified above,

the reasons for the delay shall be given in writing.”.

11. For Schedule Il of the principal rules, the following Schedule shall be substituted, namely:-

‘SCHEDULE I
[See rule 9 (2)(a)]

Application fee for prospecting licenses

(1) For first square kilometer or part thereof two hundred and fifty rupees.
(2) For each additional square kilometer fifty rupees.”.

G.S.R.21(E)—'In exercise of the powers conferred by section 13 of the Mines and Minerals
(Development and Regulation) Act, 1957 (67 of 1957), the Central Government hereby makes the
following rules further to amend the Mineral Concession Rules, 1960, namely:-

1. (1) These rules may be called the Mineral Concession (Amendment) Rules, 2002.
(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

2 In rule 14 of the Mineral Concession Rules, 1960 (hereinafter referred to as the principal
rules), in sub-rule (1), in clause (i), for the words "being not less than fifty paise and not more than
ive rupees”, the words "being not less than rupee one and not more than rupees ten” shall be

substituted.

3 In rule 20 of the principal rules in sub-rule (1), for the words “a sum of five hundred rupees” ,
the words “a sum of two thousand and five hundred rupees” shall be substituted.

4. In rule 22 of the principal rules, -

(a) in sub -rule (3), in clause(i), in item (a), for the words "a non refundable fee of five hundred
rupees;" the words “a non refundable fee of two thousand and five hundred rupees;” shall be

substituted.

(b) after sub-rule 4A. the following sub-rule shall be inserted, namely:-

“(4B) The Central Government or the State Government shall dispose of the application for
approval of the mining plan  within a period of ninety days from the date of receiving of such

application:

Provided that the aforesaid period of ninety days shall be applicable only if the mining plan
is complete in all respects, and in case of any modifications subsequently suggested by the Central
Government or the State Government, as the case may be, after the initial submission of the mining
plan for approval, the said period shall be applicable from the date on which such modifications are
carried out and submitted afresh to the Central Government or the State Government, as the case

may be." .

5. In rule 22BB, of the principal rules, after sub- rule (1), the following sub-rule shall be
inserted, namely:-
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“(1a)- Every mining plan submitted for approval under sub-rule(1) shall be accompanied with a non-
refundable fee of one thousand rupees for every square kilometer or part thereof of mining area.

6. In rule 24A of the principal rule, in sub-rule (3), the following provisos shall be inserted at the
end, namely:-

“Provided that before granting approval for second or subsequent renewal of a mining lease,
the State Government shall seek a report from the Controller General, Indian Bureau of Mines, as to
whether it would be in the interest of mineral development to grant the renewal of the mining lease.

Provided further that in case a report is not received from Controller General, Indian Bureau
of Mines in a period of three months of receipt of the communication from the State Government , it
would be deemed that the Indian Bureau of Mines has no adverse comments to offer regarding the

grant of the renewal of mining lease.".

7. In rule 44, of the principal rules, in clause (i), for the words * being not less than fifty paise
and not more than iive rupees”, the words “being not less than one rupee and not more than ten
rupees” shall be substituted.

8. In rule 45 of the principal rules, clause(ii) shall be omitted.

9. In rule 54 of the principal rules, in" sub-rule(1), for the words “five hundred rupees”, wherever
they occur, the wards “five thousand rupees” shall respectively be substituted.

10. After rule 63 of the principal rules, the following rule shall be inserted, namely:-

‘63A. The State Government shall dispose of the application for grant of reconnaissance permit,
prospecting license or mining lease in the following period:

a) Reconnaissance Permit- within six months from the date of receipt of the application for
reconnaissance permit under rule 4A .

b) Prospecting License-within ‘nine months from the date of receipt of the application for
prospecting license under rule 10.

TWENTY-NINETH REPORT OF BHARAT GOLD MINES LIMITED FOR 2000-2001 -
REVIEW BY GOVERNMENT

1.  BACKGROND:

Bharat Gold Mines Limited was incorporated in April, 1972 to acquire and take over the
assets and liabilities of Kolar Gold Mining Undertaking. The Company has been engaged in
production of gold, mines construction and shaft sinking jobs, manufacturing of mining and
engineering equipment.

2. INVESTMENT:

The authorized and paid up capital of the Company on 31st March, 2001 were Rs.60.00
crores and Rs.51.06 crores respectively. Loans and interest thereon due from the Company to the
Central Government on 3 1st March, 2001 stood at Rs.450.21 crores.

3. PRODUCTION:

As decided by the Government funds to the company during 2000-2001were released
only on safety considerations. The company processed only residual ores and 65.061 kg of gold
and 5.39 kg of silver were extracted upto September/October 2000. Thereafter the production

activities have been completely suspended.

4. FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE
During 2000-2001 the Company suffered net loss of Rs.54.74 crores and cash loss of

Rs.11.17 crores against net loss of Rs.92.99 crores and cash loss of Rs.37.45 crores during 1999-
2000.
- STATUS OF BGML:

5.1  The Government had approved, in 1987, diversification activities like setting up of the

workshops and strengthening the project and contract division for shaft sinking and mine

construction. However, the company continued to suffer losses resulting in reference to BIFR 1n

1992.



5.2  The Government decided in June, 1997 to explore the possibility of associating a co-
promoter(s) for rehabilitating BGML through the joint venture route. The Committee set up for
this purpose did not find any of the bidders technically, financially or otherwise capable of
undertaking the revival process of BGML. The Government has accepted its report.
5.3  BIFR, having considered the case for eight years and three reports of the Industrial Credit
and Investment Corporation of India Limited, appointed as Operating Agency by BIFR, has
passed final order on 12.6.2000 concluding that “the company is not likely to make its net worth
exceed its accumulated losses within a reasonable time while meeting its financial obligations
and hence not likely to be viable in future; therefore, it is just, equitable and in public interest to
wind up BGML under Section 20(1) of SICA, 1985.” BIFR has forwarded its opinion to the
Registrar, Karnataka High Court for necessary action.
5.4  The Ministry of Labour, Government of India, after hearing the employees’ unions and
the management, accorded approval for closure of the company with effect from 1.3.2001 under
Section 25(0) of Industrial Disputes Act 1947, vide their order dated 29.1.2001.
5.5  However, the winding/closure of the company is subjudice before High Court of
Karnataka because of the litigation initiated by the employees of the Company.
6. MAN-POWER:

The total number of employees including apprentices from Industrial Training Institute,

the ad hoc employees, on the rolls of Company as on 31.3.2001 was 3556.

s INDUSTRIAL RELATIONS:
During the year 2000-2001 there had been protests against closure of the company and

non-payment of salaries/wages to the employees from March 2001.
8. PAYMENT OF SALARIES:

The employees of BGML through one of the interlocutory applications to the Division
Bench of High Court of Karnataka asked for disbursement of salaries. The Division Bench of
Karnataka High Court pronounced interim orders in favour of the employees. A Special Leave
Petition (SLP) was filed in the Supreme Court of India. The Hon’ble Supreme Court decided the
case on 27.8.2001 and ad hoc payment as directed by the Supreme Court has been made.
